ARTISTIC DESIGN RULES:

1. Accessories or decorative foliage is permitted in
the arrangement and will be furnished by the
exhibitor. Accessories may not be placed around
the arrangement. Every reasonable precaution will
be taken to assure the safe return of these items;
however, no responsibility is assumed for loss or
damage. See Local Rule #1.

2. Accessories and vases should be marked with
the name of the owner, but markings must not
show when accessories are in place in the display.
3. All arrangements must be assembled by the
exhibitor, not to exceed 24” square, no height
restriction. Special size requirements for miniatures
listed below or noted in description.

4. The use of artificial or dried flowers or foliage,
tissue, or crepe paper will not be permitted except
in dry flower arrangements where dry flowers are
required.
